Simplified

• Usable by non-technical users

• Developers/designer and templates

• Content editors and pages

• Similar to word processing tools



Efficient

• Streamlined web interface

• No calls to IT!



Why Use a CMS?

• Simplify and control website processes

• Tracking and moderation

• Empower non-technical



Licensing

• Open Source vs. “Free”



Open Source

• Several different licenses

• Allow viewing, modification and distribution 

of original source code

• Free to use

• Usually a large community driving 

development

• Free support



Open Source - Examples

• Firefox

• Filezilla

• Open Office (free office suite similar to MS 

Office)

• Joomla, Drupal, Wordpress

• PhpMyAdmin, XAMPP, TortoiseSVN, 

DotNetNuke, Hibernate



Non Open Source Free

• Not able to view or edit source code

• Free to use within the terms of the license

• Any extensions or modifications will come 

from the company

• Usually restricted functionality

• Support is not free

• May not be licensed for commercial use 

without a fee



Non Open Source Free -

Examples

• Kentico

• Internet Explorer

• Safari



Licensed

• Purchased product

• Product is backed by a company



Plugins

• Extend the core functionality of a product

• Could be open source or paid product



Plugins - Examples

• Twitter feed plugin

• Event calendar plugin

• Newsletter plugin

• Custom Developed plugin
